If you have chosen an optional activity such as kayaking,
you will have an opportunity to enjoy that activity when conditions allow. For those who are enthusiastic to participate in a polar plunge, as soon
as conditions are suitable, you will hear the announcement to prepare for an exhilarating dip – a memory you will savour for years to come.
